Programme Objectives

1. To increase their knowledge and understanding of autumnal changes to plants, trees and animals.

2. To create an Autumn themed display (Squirrel mobile and Swallow line)
Programme Outline

Welcome children and arrange into new mixed groups or pre-existing groups. “Getting to know you” or re-acquainting session and establishing why they are at Speedwell.

What happens in autumn?  Teacher led discussion with the aid of a powerpoint presentation showing pictures of the different changes that take place during the season.

P3/4 – Each child makes their own leaf bag which they can use to collect leaves on their Autumn walk.
