Curriculum Area – The World Around Us Strand 3: Our World

Programme Objectives

1. To develop an understanding and respect for the importance of birds in the natural world.

2. To become familiar with the group name, appearance, diet, habitat and characteristics of a diverse range of birds

3. To work with a range of materials to make a bird table and bird feeder
Programme Outline

Introduction to seven common birds found in N. Ireland – robin, swallow, blue tit, wren, mallard duck, buzzard, song thrush, including appearance, diet, habitat and song. Powerpoint, Specimen and imitation birds used as visual aids. 

Bird Watch - Children instructed on how to use binoculars before going outside to visit 

bird watching locations
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Hanging Bird Table - Children work together in their teams to make a hanging bird 

table using a variety of materials. 

Bird Feeder - The children make a bird feeder from recycled plastic bottles and cardboard containers. The children mix nuts and seeds with lard and spoon it into the container. A string is then attached and children can take these back to school.

Getting to know you. Children recount some information about the person they met from their partner school.  

Programme Outcomes

1. Children will develop an awareness of the importance and diversity of birds in the natural world and how they can help them.

2. Children will develop environmental investigative skills.

3. Children will be use a range of materials to make a bird table and bird feeder.
