1. To appreciate ways we are similar and different
2. To compare diversity in the natural environment to that in a social context.

Outline of the Day

Warm up activities- fun activities to energize the group.
Introduce similarities and differences within the group
There are some things that are the same also many things that are different between us –We go to different schools, we wear different uniforms, some people come from different countries etc. Tell children that it’s ok to be different and get them to think about how boring life would be if everyone thought the same way.
Comparing diversity : show some examples of animals that live in Parkanaur Forest and talk about some of the similarities and differences between them. Show children examples (specimen and toy) of fox, rabbit, red and grey squirrel, otter, badger.  Pass them around the group so that they can touch and examine them. Give each child a name of an animal – (like fruit salad game) they can change places.
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‘Diversity in Nature’ Children split into groups and are taken around the forest park to find examples of diversity in nature eg. different types of animals
Craft/ Art Activity – Children make masks- rabbit, fox, badger. (Foundation)
Children make clay models of a variety of animals (KS1)
Diversity Jigsaw – Children are given a piece of a jigsaw puzzle and asked to draw themselves. They then complete the jigsaw to show the whole team.
Learning Outcomes
· Recognise that there are similarities as well as differences in our community

· Understand that similarities and differences exist both in the natural world and within the communities we live.
