Cultural Traditions KS2 – School Based
Curriculum Area: Personal Development Strand 1 & 2: Personal Understanding and Mutual Understanding in the Local and Global Community

Programme Objectives

1. To make children think about and become aware of their own culture and its traditions and celebrations.
2. To recognise similarities and differences between cultures, e.g. food, clothes, symbols, celebrations.

3. To encourage children to respect the culture and traditions of other groups who share their community.
Programme Outline

Welcome and arrange the children into mixed groups. 

This programme aims to do what its title suggests – to learn about our culture and other cultures in a positive and fun way. 

Ice-breakers– A series of activities involving a parachute are used to make children feel comfortable with each other.
What is Culture– A brief powerpoint presentation exploring the concept of culture.
Cultural cards – Each team is given a pack consisting of various cultural cards (items).  They have to talk about what each picture is and than sort the pictures into different categories (Sport, Musical, festivals etc.)
Building Bridges – Each child is given card in the shape of a brick.  They have to design their brick with symbols from their culture and add it to a bridge display. The net result is a bridge displaying the cultural diversity which is prevalent in Northern Ireland.
