Equality and Racism KS2
Curriculum Area: Personal Development Strand 2: Understanding that differences and similarities between people arise from a number of factors including cultural, ethnic/racial and religious diversity.
Programme Objectives

1. To recognise that people of different ethnic origin live in our society as equals.

2. To become aware of the different cultures which exist within our society.

3. To recognise that people have different beliefs which shape the way they live.
Programme Outline

Welcome and arrange the children into mixed groups. 
Introductory Activity – Walking debate. Children are read out a series of statements and they have to walk to the words ‘Agree/Disagree/Not Sure 
Powerpoint - With the aid of a PowerPoint presentation children are introduced to the concepts of racism and equality.
T – shirt activity - children design their own anti-racism T-shirt.
My Day – Children watch clip of migrant family day in Northern Ireland. They work as a team to answer questions
Programme Learning Experiences
· Children will have had the opportunity to explore and respect the difference between the different cultures found in Northern Ireland.

· Children will now recognise that racism and inequality exist in Northern Ireland.

· Children will now have an understanding of what racism and equality is and how it can be prevented
