Curriculum Area – The World Around Us Strand 3: Our World

Programme Objectives

1. To investigate a local habitat, including the relationships between plants and animals.

2. To learn about living things in a simple food chain.

3. To design and make a simple food chain mobile.

Programme Outline

Introduction to relationship between plants and animals – discussion about the importance of energy in all food chains.

Use of data projector to demonstrate food chains, food webs, food pyramids and decomposers

Building Food Chains - Each team receives a pack which contains plants and animals from a variety of ecosystem and have to build their own food chains.

Outdoor Food Chain Competition - Children visit 3 different ecosystems and make different food chains at each place. Points are awarded for each food chain and the team with the most points wins.
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Food Chain Mobiles - Children work in groups  to make  food chain mobiles consisting of 4 different food chains
Programme Learning Outcomes

1. Children will investigate a local habitat including the relationship between plants and animals.
2. Children will learn about living things in a simple food chain and gain an awareness of the consequences if a food chain is interrupted.
3. Children will design and make a simple food chain.
