Living Creatures KS2
Curriculum Area – The World Around Us Strand 3: Our World

Programme Objectives

1. To become aware of the similarities and differences between a variety of common minibeasts and their individual characteristics.

2. To investigate a local river and examine how river creatures can be an indicator of water pollution.

3. To develop skills in designing and making a living creature t-shirt.

Programme Outline
Welcome children and arrange into new mixed groups or mixed pre-existing groups. Getting to know you session for children who have not met before or re-acquainting session for those who have met before.

Introduction of a variety of common minibeasts found in a woodland habitat – team activity using power point and key.

Discussion on different river creatures which can be indicators of water pollution.

Forest and river search – children have to use skills to identify and classify living creatures both on land and in water.
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Team activity – Each child designs their own living creature t-shirt which they can bring back to school with them.
Programme Outcomes
1. Children will develop an awareness of the similarities and differences among common woodland minibeasts and appreciate their significance.

2. Children will understand how river creatures can be an indicator of water pollution and the consequences of such pollution.
3. Children will develop skills in designing and making a life cycle wheel.
