Managing Our Waste

Curriculum Area – The World Around Us Strand 3: Our World

Programme Objectives

1. To understand the importance of managing our waste and its benefits for the environment
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To investigate what various materials are made from and know why they should be recycled

3. To explore how to best care for a changing environment 
Programme Outline

Introductory discussion about waste  what do we do with our waste? Where does it go? (with the aid of  powerpoint and dvd)
Properties. Discussion about materials and their properties, what their uses are and how they can be recycled.

Sorting and classifying waste. Each group sort dry waste into materials that can be recycled and those that cannot, materials that go into the recycle bin and materials e.g. glass, that goes elsewhere. 
Paper block making and can crushing. Each team makes paper blocks out of pulp and crush cans (alternating with groups shredding paper).
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Catch the ball craft activity – each child makes a ‘catch the ball’ game using a plastic bottle , ping pong ball and string.
Litter Survey – children weigh their own waste so they can realize how much waste they have.

Composting Activity – children are shown before/after compost and complete a composting timeline.
Programme Learning Outcomes

1. Children will understand how waste can be reduced by reusing or recycling and how this is beneficial to the environment.

2. Children will investigate what various materials are made from and know why they should be recycled

3. Children will develop an awareness of how to best care for a changing environment.
