Curriculum Area – KS1 The World Around Us Strand 3: ‘My Environment’
Programme Objectives

1. To investigate a variety of living things and sort them according to observable features.

2. To recognise the importance of minibeasts in our environment

3. To create an individual piece of art work based on a minibeast theme.

Programme Outline

Welcome children and arrange into new mixed groups or pre-existing groups.  
Discussion on the appearance, diet and habitat of a spider, woodlouse, ladybird, worm and snail and their importance in nature.

Visual aids such as Powerpoint slides and puppets  are used to stimulate child involvement.
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P1/2 - participate in structured minibeasts play.
P3/4 – participate in a reinforcement activity using large minibeast pictures

Minibeast hunt in selected forest sites to involve the collecting and recording of minibeasts.

Children partner another pupil from link school and find out several details about them.

Art/Craft Activity
Foundation and KS1 – All children design and decorate a minibeast mask.
