Our Identity KS2 – School Based
Curriculum Area: Personal Development Strand 1 & 2: Personal Understanding and Mutual Understanding in the Local and Global Community

Programme Objectives

1. To enable children to  recognize the similarities and differences  between themselves and their peers from a different background

2. To demonstrate how identity can be expressed in a positive way
Programme Outline

Welcome and arrange the children into mixed groups. This programme aims to do what its title suggests – to learn about our own and others people’s identity in a positive and fun way. 

Tower structure – An activity based on teamwork – working together to build a tower structure.
Human Bingo – encouraging pupils to make contact with as many other people from another school in a limited time

Identity Powerpoint – a presentation about investigating the theme of identity.
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Who am I?– Each child constructs their own identity sheet to find out more about themselves.
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Personal Identity Box – (follow up activity in school) pupils make their own identity box to best describe themselves.
Through 4 main areas: school & church, hobbies and interests, family and hopes and dreams.  Children swap boxes and comment on possible similarities and differences.
