Programme Outline
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Discrimination Activity Using parachute to demonstrate discrimination.
‘Not up my street’ – Prejudice/Stereotyping activity – Children rank people in order of who they would most like to move in beside them - migrant worker, ex-criminal, retired bank manager, town councillor, young person. They are then asked to rethink their responses after being given additional information.
Powerpoint Presentation – Children are shown a detailed presentation explaining the difference between prejudice, stereotyping and discrimination and are shown examples.

Craft Activity – An activity to illustrate diversity within each group and in our society.
