Curriculum Area: Personal Development Strand 2: Mutual Understanding in the Local and Global Community – Relationships in the Community
Programme Objectives

1. To recognise that similarities and differences exist between the various religious groups in Northern Ireland

2. To become aware of religious symbols associated with different religious groups

3. To recognise that people have different beliefs which shape the way they live.

Programme Outline

Introduction to the programme through powerpoint and explanation of the record sheet and of some of the things to look out for in the churches
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Churches Visit - Children are then taken by bus a short distance to Castlecaulfield to visit the Church of Ireland, the Presbyterian Church and the Methodist Church and to Donaghmore to visit the Catholic Church.
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Activities on site - Each group will spend about 20-30 minutes at each church. Either Speedwell staff or a member of the church community will facilitate the visit and answer any questions which may arise. Each pupil is partnered with a pupil from the other school and together they fill in a record sheet about things they see in each church eg. pulpit, tabernacle, confessional boxes, poppy wreaths, remembrance plaques, pictures, flags etc.   

Church Booklet. They are given a variety of pictures and statements associated with each church and they have to sort and paste them into a churches booklet. When completed this can be discussed with the group.
